I’ve learned that:

    …no matter what happens, or how bad it seams today, life does go on, and it will be better tomorrow.

   …I still have a lot to learn.  I’ve learned that people will forget what you said, or what you did, but people will never forget how you made them feel.
   …you shouldn’t go through life with a cater’s mitt on both hands; you need to be able to throw some things back.

YARD WORK - AS VIEWED FROM HEAVEN
 (overheard in a conversation between God and St. Francis):
 
 God: Francis, you know all about gardens and nature; what in the world is going on down there in the U.S.? What happened to the dandelions, violets, thistles and the stuff I started eons ago?  God: They bag it? Why? Is it a cash crop? Do they sell it?
 
 St. Francis: No sir, just the opposite.  They pay to throw it away.
 
 God: Now let me get this straight...they fertilize it to
 make it grow and when it does grow, they cut it off and pay to throw it away?
 
 St. Francis: Yes, sir.
 
 God: These Suburbanites must be relieved in the summer when we cut back on the rain and turn up the heat. That surely slows the growth and saves them a lot of work.
 
 St. Francis: You aren't going to believe this Lord,
 but when the grass stops growing so fast, they drag out hoses and pay more money to water it so they can continue to mow it and pay to get rid of it.
 
 God: What nonsense! At least they kept some of the trees. That was a sheer stroke of genius, if I do say so myself. The trees grow leaves in the spring to provide beauty and shade in the summer. In the autumn they fall to the ground and form a natural blanket to keep the moisture in the soil and protect the trees and bushes. Plus, as they rot, the leaves become compost to enhance the soil. It's a natural circle of life.
 
 St. Francis: You'd better sit down, Lord. As soon as
 the leaves fall, the Suburbanites rake them into great piles and pay to have them hauled away.
 
 God: No way! What do they do to protect the shrubs and tree roots in the winter to keep the soil moist and loose?
 
 St Francis: After throwing the leaves away, they go out and buy something called mulch. They haul it home and spread it around in place of the leaves.
 
 God: And where do they get this mulch?
 
 St. Francis: They cut down the trees and grind them up to make mulch.
 
 God: Enough! I don't want to think about this anymore. Saint Catherine, you're in charge of the arts. What movie have you scheduled for us tonight?

THE BUZZARD:
If you put a buzzard in a pen that is 6 feet by 8 feet and
 is entirely open at the top, the bird, in spite of its
 ability to fly, will be an absolute prisoner. The reason is
 that a buzzard always begins a flight from the ground with a
 run of 10 to 12 feet. Without space to run, as is its habit,
 it will not even attempt to fly, but will remain a prisoner
 for life in a small jail with no top. 
THE BAT:
The ordinary bat that flies around at night, a remarkable
 nimble creature in the air, cannot take off from a level
 place.  If it is placed on the floor or flat ground, all it
 can do is shuffle about helplessly and, no doubt, painfully,
 until it reaches some slight elevation from which it can
 throw itself into the air. Then, at once, it takes off like
 a flash.
 
THE BUMBLEBEE:
A bumblebee, if dropped into an open tumbler, will be there
 until it dies, unless it is taken out.  It never sees the
 means of escape at the top, but persists in trying to find
 some way out through the sides near the bottom..  It will
 seek a way where none exists, until it completely destroys
 itself.

In many ways, we are like the buzzard, the bat, and the
 bumblebee. We struggle about with all our problems and
 frustrations, never realizing that all we have to do is look
 up!
