Motion by Jeff Reed to approve the agenda. Seconded by Jim Broome. All in favor. Carried.

Minutes from the previous board meeting were presented.  Motion made by Mike Voltz to approve the board minutes as presented.  Seconded by Geno D’Agostino.  All in favor.  Carried.  
Monthly Police Report and Year End Report presented by Officer in Charge Jennifer Hanson. 
Monthly Fire Report presented by Fire Chief Tim Moore.  

Monthly Library Report submitted by Librarian Trish Olson.  
An application for a Temporary Class B Beer License for February 6-7, 2010 for Winter Fest by the Balsam Lake Chamber of Commerce was submitted. Motion by Jim Broome to approve the Temporary Class B Beer License to the Balsam Lake Chamber of Commerce for February 6-7, 2010. Seconded by Mike Voltz. All in favor. Carried.

A quote was received by C. Emery Nelson for a blower package and VFD/control panel for the sewer plant that will be identical to the package supplied May of 2008. In addition they will supply a new cover for the existing blower package as well as coordinate the installation of the existing timer. The proposal is valid through May 2010. The blower package price is $17,950.00 and the control panel is $5,550.00 for a total price of $23,500.00. A quote was received by Dalles Electricians to hook up the blower pump at the sewer plant for $4,000.00. The purchase will be taken out of the sewer funds directly. Motion by Jim Broome to approve the purchase of the blower package and the control panel from C. Emery Nelson for $23,500.00 and to hire Dallas Electricians to install the blower pump for $4,000.00. Seconded by Mike Voltz. All in favor. Carried.
No action will be taken with the application for Safe Drinking Water Loan Program at this time.

The American Legion lease will be tabled.
A lease agreement between Nellie Rogers and the Village of Balsam Lake to lease and grant exclusively to the Village the use of property for the existing advertising sign located in or near the right of way of US Highway 8. The term of the agreement shall be for five years, beginning January 1st 2010 and ending December 31, 2014. Rent shall be $250.00 annually. Motion by Dave Knutson to approve the lease agreement between Nellie Rogers and the Village of Balsam Lake for the Highway 8 sign. Seconded by Chris Sondrol. All in favor. Carried.
Ad Hoc Committee report was given by Mike Voltz. The committee met to discuss on ways to promote the Industrial Park. A map was printed and framed and will be hung in the Municipal Building and at the Business Center. The committee recommends to the board approval to create an Industrial Park page on the Balsam Lake website and to hire Jolene Jones for $1,000.00 to create the page on existing website. Motion by Dave Knutson to approve hiring Jolene Jones for $1,000.00 to create an Industrial Park page on the Village website. Seconded by Jim Broome. All in favor. Carried.
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Street Committee report was given by Jeff Reed. The committee met to discuss applying for the Enhancement Grant. The new round of WisDOT enhancement grants will be in early 2010 with a due date April 2010. The grants are 80% WisDOT funding with a 20% local match. These grants are extremely competitive. Any assistance the Village can get from state senators and representatives is very helpful along with any letters of support from various organizations. This grant money would be used to widen the street and put in place a walking/biking trail. This grant can not be used only for street repairs and maintenance, hence; the need to incorporate walking and biking trails, trash receptacles and benches. The Village would have a better chance if the application states unique reasons and focuses on transportation. Cedar Corporation would revisit the scope of the project with the Village, review the previous application to strengthen it, update the cost estimate, and discuss the previous application with WisDOT officials. Since they will be re-writing an existing application, their fee will not exceed $1,000.00. The committee recommends to the board to hire Cedar Corporation. Motion by Mike Voltz to hire Cedar Corporation to not exceed $1,000.00 to submit Enhancement Grant Application. Seconded by Jim Broome. All in favor. Carried.
Public Protection Committee report was given by Geno D’Agostino. The committee met to discuss the Police Agreement presented. The committee made revisions to the agreement and recommend to the board to approve the Police Agreement. Discussion was held between members concerning items within the Agreement and questions were raised. It was decided that the full board needs to meet to discuss the Agreement before any action is taken and a Special board meeting will be scheduled.
Ordinance 2010-01 Village of Balsam Lake Paper Service was presented to the board to consider. The ordinance provides the Police Department to charge a fee regarding paper service. The fee will be $50.00 per paper service request together with mileage at the rate determined by the IRS. Motion by Dave Knutson to approve Ordinance 2010-01. Seconded by Geno D’Agostino. All in favor. Carried.
A letter was written to Senator Sheila Harsdorf expressing the Village Board concerns and input on a number of issues pertaining to shared revenue, mandatory public water system chlorination and other issues affecting local govenments that are being considered by the State Legislature. A response from the Senator was received in December addressing the Village concerns and this letter was share with members of the board.
