Public Comments: Chris Nelson stated that the Balsam Lake Chamber of  Commerce will participate in the BL Landscaping project, will be creating a bridge fund and the BL Fireworks will be on Sunday July 4th this year.
Motion by Geno D’Agostino to approve the agenda. Seconded by Chris Sondrol. All in favor. Carried.

Minutes from the previous board meeting & special board meeting were presented.  Motion by Jeff Reed to approve the board minutes as presented.  Seconded by Caroline Rediske.  All in favor.  Carried.  
Monthly Police Report presented by Officer in Charge Jennifer Hanson.

Monthly Library Report submitted by Librarian Trish Olson.  
Planning Commission met to consider two conditional use permits request by Vicky & Patrick Phillips, 704 Idlewild Street and Jim Heller, 706 Idlewild Street to build garages with water and sewer. Jim Heller, Patrick Phillips and Chris Nelson of NCS outlined the proposed plans/structures, future use/plans for the properties. Heller requested a permit to build a garage at this time with future plans to build a cabin on the lot and Phillips requested a permit to build a garage at this time with possible future plans to convert a portion of the building into a dwelling. The Planning Commission recommends to the board to approve Conditional Use Permit #51: Patrick & Vicky Phillips, 704 Idlewild Street and Conditional Use Permit #52: Jim Heller, 706 Idlewild Street to build garages at 60’ setback from the OHWM; no water/sewer service to property until there is a dwelling; with the conditions that no impervious surfaces be allowed in the setback area; no direct runoff from impervious surfaces toward the lake; exterior finishes and roof designs of garages have a common theme as proposed. Motion by Chris Sondrol to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission as stated. Seconded by Jeff Reed. One member opposed and 5 members in favor. Carried.
Water Sewer Committee Report given by Dave Knutson. Discussion was held on the summary of 2010 Summer/Fall Sewer Water Projects. The Water Sewer Committee recommends to the board to approve the following sewer project: to vacuum & televise from Sewer Plant to 4th Avenue, a cost between $1,900.00 to $2,300.00 and to approve the following water projects: electric back up for Well #2, cost of $2,500.00; buy another big generator, cost between $10,000.00 to $20,000.00; replace windows in Well House #1 & #2, cost of $1,800.00. Funds are available in the utilities to cover the costs. Motion by Jeff Reed to approve the sewer and water projects as stated. Seconded by Geno D’Agostino. All in favor. Carried.
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Ordinance Amendment 2010-05 Amendment to 286-9 All-terrain Vehicles was presented to the board to consider adoption. This ordinance will amend 286-9 B ATV routes designated and 286-9 C This ordinance does not prohibit using the Village of Balsam Lake streets not designated by the Village Board to go from one location to the designated route. ATV route map is available at the Village Hall. Motion by Chris Sondrol to adopt Ordinance Amendment 2010-05. Seconded by Dave Knutson. All in favor. Carried.
Discussion was held on a taser purchase. The use of a taser would not require any additional insurance. The $2,000,000 limit under our liability insurance would apply to any bodily injury claims as a result of a taser. Two model policies for electronic control weapons were given to members to review. Police officers must have an 8 hour training class to operate a taser. County officers and most Village police departments have tasers. Members decided that they would like to review the policies and meet at a later date. Motion by Dave Knutson to table the taser purchase. Seconded by Caroline Rediske. All in favor. Carried.
