All in 
favor. Carried.  
Monthly Police Report & Monthly Boat Patrol presented by Jennifer Hanson, Officer in Charge.  The Police Department thanked the Balsam Lake Homeowners Association for money received to purchase a camera, memory card, life vest and boat spot light.  Hanson mentioned the Balsam Lake Homeowners Assoc. has also donated $500.00 to be used for the skate park.

Municipal Bond Schedule was discussed; the possibility of having a Municipal Court was raised and discussed.  Officer Hanson explained some aspects of a Municipal Court. Fireworks application was submitted by the Balsam Lake Fire Department. Motion by Mike Voltz to approve fireworks application for the Balsam Lake Fire Department for fireworks after the demolition derby on 9/5/2009. Seconded by Chris Sondrol.  All in favor. Carried.
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Monthly Library Report was reviewed. 
There was no Chamber of Commerce report. Discussion was held on when the new Balsam Lake Highway 8 sign was to be put in place.  
Guy Williams explained the details of the recommendation of the Planning Commission to approve Conditional Use Permit #47 to AT& T for co-location with Verizon /RSAI to install AT&T Equipment on the tower and construct a 12 x 20 building on Lot #2.  Motion by Dave Knutson to approve based on the Planning Commissions recommendation, Conditional Use Permit #47 to AT&T for co-location with Verizon/RSAI, to install AT&T equipment on tower and construct a 12x 20 building on Lot #2. Seconded by Jim Broome.  All in favor. Carried.
Applications for Amplified Device Permits were submitted by Evelyn Jones and Anglers Inn.  Motion by Jim Broome to approve amplified device permits #09-05 to Evelyn Jones for 8/22/2009, and #09-06 to Anglers Inn for 8/21/2009.  Seconded by Jeff Reed.  All in favor.  Carried.
Zoning Board of Appeals met on July 14, 2009 and denied a request for variance #72, submitted by Robert Wiesner, Lot 5 Big Island.  Wiesner built a cabin without applying for a building permit and variance. Discussion was held on what action should be taken regarding the Zoning Boards denial.  Motion by Mike Voltz to have Village attorney, John Schneider draw up a letter to Robert Wiesner to move the building back 15 feet or remove the building,  and receive back taxes, where upon the Village Board may consider approval of a building permit if the sanitary permit is approved by the county.  Seconded by Jim Broome. On roll call: Jim Broome, yes; Mike Voltz, yes; Dave Knutson, yes; Jeff Reed, yes; Chris Sondrol, yes; Guy Williams, yes.  Carried.
Building Committee recommendation regarding the Workforce Resource & WITC lease agreement.  Motion by Jim Broome to keep the rent amount for Workforce Resource & WITC the same for 2010 with a one year lease agreement.  Seconded by Chris Sondrol.  All in favor. Carried.
Discussion was held on replacing the culvert between Balsam Lake and the Mill Pond. Jeff Reed received a letter from Carl Holmgren stating he had received a bid from the Polk County engineer in the amount of $9,086.00 for phase #1.  The Balsam Lake Rehab District has designated $10,000 toward the Millpond culvert project.  Discussion was held on the culvert, need for a walkway, safety factors, and appearance.  Motion by Jeff Reed for the Village to approve phase #1 of the engineering costs for the County Road I Culvert in the amount of $9086.00 to be paid by the Balsam Lake Rehab District pending an official letter stating that they will pay for the engineering costs.  Seconded by Jim Broome.  All in favor. Carried.
