The Compliance Maintenance Report, relating to the Balsam Lake Treatment Plant was reviewed by board members. The Balsam Lake Treatment Plant received 8 Grade A and 1 Grade B.  The DNR commented that the treatment plant had a very good year of compliance. The board members congratulated Jim Duncan and the Village Crew for a job well done.
The Water Sewer Committee recommended to the board members to extend the High Strength User Contract/Sewer Discharge Permit with Polk County Justice Center, Unity School and Paradise Landing from October 1, 2009 thru December 31, 2011. Motion by Geno D’Agostino to approve the extension of the contract with Polk County Justice Center, Unity School and Paradise Landing from October 1, 2009 thru December 31, 2011. Seconded by Mike Voltz. All in favor. Carried.

Monthly Police Report presented by Jennifer Hanson. Motion by Geno D’Agostino to approve boat storage for the winter at Reed’s Sunnyside Marina. Seconded by Jim Broome. Jeff Reed abstains. All else vote yes. Carried.  Motion by Dave Knutson to approve the purchase of new tires for the squad car. Seconded by Mike Voltz. All in favor. Carried.

Monthly Library Report submitted by Librarian Trish Olson.

Motion by Jim Broome to approve the Fire Protection and Emergency Services Agreement between the Village of Balsam Lake and The Township of Balsam Lake for the annual sum of $29,000.00 for one year January 1, 2010 thru December 31, 2010. Seconded by Mike Voltz. All in favor. Carried.
Discussion was held on the Millpond Culvert Replacement Design Estimate. The Village received a letter from the BL Rehab District stating the approval of payment for the design phase identified in the estimate received from Scott Geddes with the Polk County Land and Water Resources Department for the project, estimated amount of $9,086.00. Guy stated that a meeting will be held with the BL Rehab District and any Village members that would like to attend on September 15th, 2009 at 6:30 pm. This will be for informational purposes and no decisions will be made. Motion by Jeff Reed to proceed as stated in the previous motion made at the August board meeting and contact Scott Geddes to proceed with the design phase. Seconded by Jim Broome. All in favor. Carried.

There is Village property located off of Second Ave East that has always been treated as an alley but after some research this property is not designated as an alley. Discussion was held on the property and a resolution will be brought to the board in October to designate the property as an alley. 

Discussion was held on Resolution 2009-04 Vacate and Discontinue Alley. The resolution states because such alley has not been worked or used for a period in excess of five years the Village Board will vacate and discontinue the unopened and unused alley running north and south between lots 1 through 6 and 21 through 28 of block 24 in the original plat.  This resolution will be brought to the November board meeting after publication and a public hearing has been held.
Park/Dam Committee Report was given by Jim Broome. Chris Sondrol will be receiving a revised plan for the skateboard plan and members will review it at their next scheduled meeting. There are a couple of items that need attention at the tennis courts; blacktop maintenance, tree trimming and tennis nets.

Public Protection Committee Report was given by Geno D’Agostino. The committee reported on a parking issue, a residential building on village property, a grant of $4,900.00 received for a camera system for the squad car, application of a grant for a $4,700.00 tough book computer to be installed in the squad car, budget items, and setting up a municipal court; which the committee is not recommending at this time.
It was decided by members not to rent/or let use the Village meeting room in the municipal building to any other organizations in the future.
