CENTURIA VILLAGE BOARD MINUTES
October 10, 2011

The Village Board meeting was called to order at 7:34 p.m. by President Markert, with Ryan Davison absent.  Gene Ludack made the motion, seconded by Stan Swiontek,  to approve the agenda with one change to bring item 7.A. approving the appointment to fill the vacant position on the board to the next item of business.  Motion carried.

Dave nominated Gordy Moore to finish Phil Nehring’s term as village trustee.  It was seconded by Gene.  Motion carried.  Gordy joined the board meeting.  He will serve on the Finance and Personnel Committees.  

The motion was made by Gene, seconded by Steve Sylvester, to approve the previous board minutes.  Motion carried.   

The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Gordy, to approve the treasurer’s report showing a balance of $182,859.35 for the month of September.  The receipts were $11,128.84 and the disbursements were $38,211.52.  The TIF balance is $71,067.43.  Motion carried.

Van reported that he had received from the Attorney several ordinance modifications that needed updating.  These were due to a case law change or a wording change.  He also stated that a nuisance ordinance change would be coming up.  Also, he is requesting a meeting with the Law Enforcement Committee to go over ordinances for concealed weapons, synthetic drugs, and sexual offender residency.  A meeting will be held October 21st at 10:00 a.m.  

Tony reported that MSA had met with Steve Sylvester and Jake Jerrick concerning possibly installing new street lights if the 4th Street project is done.  They will get some estimates for the village.  

The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Steve, to adopt the Public Records Policy that had been reviewed by the Attorney.  Motion carried.  

The motion was made by Rod Peterson, seconded by Gene, to adopt Resolution #4-11 an Employee Grievance Policy as mandated by the state.  Motion carried.  

Stan reported that Pam Stratmoen had met with the employees concerning the proposed health care plan through HealthPartners.  The current state plan will be canceled.  Employee Health Savings Accounts will be set up to cover the high deductibles.   The motion was made by Steve, seconded by Gene, to approve the 2012 Health Care Plan for village employees.  Motion carried.  

The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Steve, to appointment Lindsay DuBois, Linda Swanson, and Victoria Matheson to the ad hoc Web Committee, along with Ryan and Rod.  Motion carried.  The committee will elect a chair when they meet.  
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Steve wanted the board to be aware of a new business on Highway 35 next to the storage buildings.  Steve Durand is the owner of Steel Venom, which will rent equipment and do welding.  

Gene would like representatives from High Quality Shavings to meet with the board concerning their intentions with their buildings in the industrial park.  Gene was also concerned about the inspection of the buildings.  

The motion was made by Gene, seconded by Steve, to pay the bills.  Motion carried.

The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Steve, to adjourn at 8:30 p.m.  Motion carried.
