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CENTURIA VILLAGE BOARD MINUTES
December 12, 2011

The Public Hearing regarding the proposed ordinances for carrying concealed weapons, synthetic marijuana, and sex offender residency was opened at 7:00.  There was no citizen input regarding the proposed ordinances, so Rod Peterson made the motion to close the public hearing at 7:08 p.m., seconded by Steve Sylvester.  Motion carried. 

The Village Board meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by President Markert, with Ryan Davison and Stan Swiontek absent.  Gene Ludack made the motion, seconded by Steve, to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.    

The motion was made by Steve, seconded by Gordy Moore, to approve the previous board minutes.  Motion carried.   

The motion was made by Gene, seconded by Rod, to approve the treasurer’s report showing a balance of $351,440.71 for the month of November.  The receipts were $259,027.49 and the disbursements were $78,285.52.  The TIF balance is $73,506.82.  Motion carried.

Dave Markert reported that the Library had been very involved with the Cozy Country Christmas planning several things for the children to do.

Van presented the police report.  He also explained that they are checking into possibly setting up Municipal Court for Centuria with St. Croix Falls, since it is too costly for the village alone.  By doing this, citations would be lower and the collected fines would remain in the village.

The motion was made by Gene, seconded by Steve, to accept the Public Service Commission sewer rate increase effective January 1, 2012.  Motion carried.

Rod reported that the Web Committee had met, but Lindsay DuBois will have a report for next month’s meeting.

The motion was made by Gene, seconded by Steve, to set the date for Caucus on January 9, 2012, at 7:00 p.m. before the village’s board meeting.  Motion carried.  

The motion was made by Rod, seconded by Gene, to approve Christmas bonuses of $100 for full-time employees, and $50 for part-time employees.  Motion carried. 

The motion was made by Gene, seconded by Gordy, to approve the following 2012-2013 election inspectors Phyllis Carnine, Nora Brihn, Helen Leggitt, Shirley Burgett, Judi Jepsen, and Karen Edgell; and chief inspectors Judy Markert and Joan Wulf.  Motion carried with Dave abstaining on Judy’s appointment.
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The motion was made by Rod, seconded by Steve, to adopt Ordinance #7-11 prohibiting the carrying/possession of concealed weapons on village property and buildings.  Motion carried.  

The motion was made by Gene, seconded by Rod, to adopt Ordinance #8-11 prohibiting the use, possession and sale of Synthetic Cannabinoid (Marijuana) within the Village of Centuria.  Motion carried.  

The motion was made by Steve, seconded by Gordy, to adopt Ordinance #9-11 setting restrictions on the temporary or permanent residence of registered sex offenders within the Village of Centuria.  Motion carried.  

The motion was made by Gene, seconded by Gordy, to approve Resolution #10-11 complying with governmental accounting standards for fund balance reporting.  Motion carried.  

The board decided to invite Steve Healy from the Polk County Economic Development Corporation and Jeff Schoeder from High Quality Shavings to attend next month’s meeting and discuss the Industrial Park.  

The motion was made by Gene, seconded by Rod, to pay the bills.  Motion carried.

The motion was made by Rod, seconded by Gordy, to adjourn at 8:20 p.m.  Motion carried.
