Barry Tulkki is quite familiar with the role of a "mentor."
He has been involved in Kinship since 1999, and over
the course of eleven years, he has mentored four local
youth in the Amery area. In January of 2007, he began
his current match with Dustin,
then 12 years old. Dustin was a
great kid, smart and capable, but
lacking confidence in his own
abilities. He needed someone
who could stand beside him,
encouraging him and helping him
recognize his strengths and 
abilities. The two attended the
same church so when Barry
heard that Dustin was wanting a
mentor, he was quick to respond
and the match began.

Barry and Dustin quickly found
that they shared many similar
interests. With a common love
for sports and the outdoors, they
had no trouble finding things
they both wanted to do. As
Dustin put it, we "got right into it" and haven't looked
back. Of the many things they have done together,
some of their favorites include hiking, fishing, playing
tennis, cross country skiing, playing chess and playing
cribbage.

Before his match with Barry, Dustin had never played
tennis or cross country skied but acknowledges that he
now enjoys both sports. He has found that through his
time with Barry, he has learned to be much more open

and willing to try new things.
While most of their time is spent 
locally, the highlight of their
match was a trip they took to the
Boundary Waters last summer.
Barry invited Dustin to join him
and a few other men for a week
of canoeing, fishing and 
camping. While there, Dustin
caught a 25 lb northern pike.
The two smile at the memory of
trying to land 25 pounds of fish
in a canoe with no net. It took
over 30 minutes but Dustin was
finally able to reel the fish in and
Barry managed to reach into the
water and "fling" the fish into the
boat. Better yet, they have a 
picture to prove it!

Looking back on their three year match, Dustin says
that their relationship has only gotten better with time.
While he initially viewed Barry as a teacher, he now
sees him as mentor and friend. Now 15, Dustin says he
is happier and has a more positive outlook on life. He
wishes more young people could have a mentor. Barry,
in turn, has enjoyed watching Dustin grow in 
confidence. “He is quite thoughtful and smart,” Barry
shares, “and capable.” 

Is mentoring hard? Barry doesn’t think so. “Spending
time around young people is energizing,” he shares,
“and helps me remember to see the world in new and
exciting ways.” 

Three years, a relationship established and rooted, and
two lives impacted by each other. Thanks Barry and
Dustin for sharing your story!
