November 14, 2011

The Public Hearing regarding the proposed application for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds was opened at 7:15 p.m.  The motion was made by Steve Sylvester, seconded by Stan Swiontek, to approve the agenda for the public hearing.  Motion carried.  Teresa Anderson from MSA was present to answer questions.  The potential funds would be for the following project:  curb and sidewalk upgrades on 4th Street and street lighting upgrades on 4th Street and STH 35.  The maximum for the project is $500,000 with a 30/70% split.  There was no citizen input regarding the proposed CDBG activities, so Stan made the motion to close the public hearing, seconded by Rod Peterson.  Motion carried. 

The Public Hearing for the 2012 Proposed Budget was opened at 7:30 p.m.  There were no public comments, so Steve made the motion to close the hearing, seconded by Gordy Moore.  Motion carried.  

The Village Board meeting was then called to order by President Markert, with Ryan Davison and Gene Ludack absent.  Stan made the motion, seconded by Rod, to approve the agenda with one change to bring item 7.A. acting on the CDBG application to the next item of business.  Motion carried.  The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Rod, to adopt Resolution 5-11 adopting a Citizen Participation Plan for the CDBG.  Motion carried.  The motion was then made by Steve, seconded by Gordy, to adopt Resolution 6-11 authorizing submission of a CDBG application.  Motion carried.  

The motion was made by Steve, seconded by Stan, to approve the previous board minutes.  Motion carried.   

The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Gordy, to approve the treasurer’s report showing a balance of $170,698.74 for the month of October.  The receipts were $18,712.02 and the disbursements were $30,872.63.  The TIF balance is $75,283.14.  Motion carried.

The motion was made by Steve, seconded by Stan, to approve Nora Brihn and Leslie Peterson to serve on the Library Board. Motion carried. 

The motion was made by Rod, seconded by Gordy, to appoint Tony Weinzirl, Tom Boettcher and Steve Sylvester to the Planning Commission.  Motion carried.  

Tony reported that there will be a Public Hearing on Thursday, November 17th at 1:30 p.m. for the sewer rate increase.  

Officer DuBois reported that through the Click It and Ticket program the Police Department had received two grants worth $6,000.  He presented the police report for the month.  
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The motion was made by Steve, seconded by Rod, to approve twenty $15 gift certificates for the Christmas giveaway.  Motion carried.  

The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Steve, to approve the proposed 2012 budget.  Motion carried.  

The motion was made by Steve, seconded by Rod, to approve operator licenses for Melissa Johnson and Heather Prather.  Motion carried.  

The motion was made by Steve, seconded by Rod, to approve the 2012 Assessor contract.  Motion carried. 

The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Rod, to recommend adopting an ordinance concerning the carrying of concealed weapons.  Motion carried.  The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Rod, to recommend adopting an ordinance prohibiting synthetic marijuana.  Motion carried.  The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Gordy, to recommend adopting an ordinance concerning sex offender residency.  Motion carried.  There will be public hearings on the above three ordinances on Dec. 12th at 7:15 p.m.

Gordy stated that he had been contacted by someone expressing concerns with parking and the traffic hazard at the Interstate Auto Electric intersection.  Gordy did say he thought it was better there lately.  One board member suggested putting up no parking signs.  The police are to assess the situation and report on it in the next month’s police report. 

The motion was made by Stan, seconded by Steve, to pay the bills.  Motion carried.
